SEMARNAT-2016, Que establece los niveles de emisión de contaminantes para los 
vehículos automotores que circulan en la Ciudad de México, Hidalgo, Estado de México, 
Morelos, Puebla y Tlaxcala; los métodos de prueba para la certificación de dichos niveles y 
las especificaciones de los equipos que se utilicen para dicha certificación, así como las 
especificaciones para los equipos tecnológicos que se utilicen para la medición de 
emisiones por vía remota y para la realización de dicha medición (Emergency Mexican 
Official Standard NOM-EM-167-SEMARNAT-2016 establishing pollutant emission levels for 
motor vehicles in Mexico City, Hidalgo, Mexico State, Morelos, Puebla and Tlaxcala; test 
methods for certifying these levels; specifications for equipment used in the certification 
process; specifications for the technological equipment used to measure emissions 
remotely; and specifications for measurement taking) (34 pages, in Spanish)  

6. Description of content: The notified Emergency Standard is binding on the following: 
Owners or lawful possessors of motor vehicles powered by gasoline, diesel, liquefied 
petroleum gas, natural gas or other alternative fuels, including vehicles providing public 
services at federal or local level or any form of private service regulated by federal or local 
road transport laws; 

Officials from control centres and, where appropriate, vehicle verification units that are 
accredited by the competent authorities of Mexico City, Hidalgo, Mexico State, Morelos, 
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Puebla and Tlaxcala or by the Ministry of Communications and Transport; and 

The competent authorities in Mexico City, Hidalgo, Mexico State, Morelos, Puebla and 
Tlaxcala, and the Ministry of Communications and Transport, within their respective 
spheres of competence. 

It does not apply to vehicles of a gross vehicle weight of less than 400 kg, motorcycles, 
agricultural tractors, or machinery used in the construction and mining industries. 

7. Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where 
applicable: The notified text seeks to prevent and control air pollution by establishing 
emission levels for all motor vehicles used in Mexico City, Hidalgo, Mexico State, Morelos, 
Puebla and Tlaxcala, including those providing public services at federal or local level or 
any form of private service regulated by federal or local road transport laws. It establishes 
the following: 

 Maximum permissible limits for emissions from motor vehicles powered by gasoline, 
liquefied petroleum gas, natural gas or other alternative fuels; 

 Maximum permissible limits for exhaust emissions from diesel-fuelled motor 
vehicles; 

 Maximum permissible limits for emissions of hydrocarbons, carbon monoxide, 
oxygen and nitrogen oxides, the minimum and maximum level of carbon monoxide 
and carbon dioxide taken together and the lambda factor, and limits relating to the 
light absorption coefficient, particles and the percentage of opacity from the exhaust 
pipes of motor vehicles powered by gasoline and diesel, respectively; 

 Test methods for certifying emissions from motor vehicles in Mexico City, Hidalgo, 
Mexico State, Morelos, Puebla and Tlaxcala; 

 Specifications for the measuring equipment used to apply the test methods provided 
for in this Emergency Mexican Official Standard; and 

 Characteristics of the equipment and procedure for measuring emissions using 
remote detection methods.
